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1 Overview

In February 2010 the OMA Technical Plenary agreed on the OMA Work Item for OMA LPP Extensions (WID 0197). The work item allows the OMA LOC WG to work on the user plane –specific extensions for LPP utilizing the external PDUs inside the LPP messages.

The current state of the work is that the requirements document is already in a very good shape and the work on the technical specification is about to commence.

2 Proposal

The EPDU-sequence carries the EPDU-ID and EPDU-Name in the header part. OMA LOC WG would like to ask RAN2 to allocate OMA its own EPDU-ID and EPDU-Name so that OMA LPP Extensions can be carried within the LPP messaging.

Secondly, while working with LPPe technical specification, OMA LOC WG has noticed that LPP Abort and LPP Error messages lack the extension capability. However, some of the new positioning methods envisioned by OMA LOC WG also require abort and error extensions. Hence the lack of the extension field in the two messages hinders the technology development in OMA LOC WG. Adding the extension information elements into these LPP messages would be welcomed by OMA LOC WG.
Thirdly, one of the goals of LPPe is to re-use as much as possible from 3GPP LPP. OMA LOC WG has identified several LPP data types that OMA LOC WG would like to re-use. Specifically, OMA LOC WG would like to re-use the following data types from LPP: 

· SV-ID, GNSS-ID, GNSS-SignalID and GNSS-SignalIDs
· GNSS-SystemTime

· EllipsoidPointWithAltitudeAndUncertaintyEllipsoid
OMA LOC WG expects that also further data types are re-used in the future.
Fourthly, OMA LOC WG has identified use cases, in which it would, for example, be beneficial to be able to carry capability information from the server entity to the end user device, such as a handset. OMA LOC WG acknowledges that in case of capability exchange the allowed message directions are server(target for the request message and target(server for the provide message. 
Hence OMA LOC WG has been discussing on the capability to allow an end user device to function in the role of a logical LPP server. OMA LOC WG would like to hear the opinion of 3GPP RAN2 WG on such functionality and on if 3GPP TS 36.305 or 36.355 might prohibit such functionality on the grounds that the LPP target needs to be an end user device

3 Requested Action(s)

1) OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to allocate OMA an EPDU-ID and EPDU-Name (3GPP TS 36.355, chapter 6.4.1 on EPDU-Sequence)
2) OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to consider adding EPDU-sequences to LPP Abort and LPP Error messages. OMA LOC WG hopes that this could still be done as a bug fix to the 3GPP Rel-9.
3) OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to make sure that the LPP data types are available for re-use in OMA LPPe. In case Stage 3 changes are required, OMA LOC WG hopes that these could still be done as bug fixes to the 3GPP Rel-9.
4) OMA LOC WG kindly requests feedback on the planned feature to allow the location server and the end user device to swap the LPP termination point roles
4 Conclusion

OMA LOC WG kindly requests 3GPP RAN2 to implement the requested actions.
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
