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1. Introduction

When the network configures the UE to start ANR procedure e.g. detected set cell, the UE will report any detected cells and the network will easily get the information of the cells. In this document, some un-expected usage of ANR should be discussed.
2. Discussion
ANR should be used just for the network to compose its own Neighbour Relation Table. However there may be some cases that the malicious NW uses ANR to steal the other network’s deployment. 
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Proposal1: The UE shall not detect and report the Cells which do not belong to the PLMN that the UE is belonging to.
Considering the case of CSG Cells which can be deployed in very high density area, CSG/hybrid Cells may be detected and reported so frequently that the Macro cell may seldom be reported. It is assumed that such CSG/hybrid Cell should not be reported because the usual NRT is composed of Macro Cells and such reports might confuse handling of ANR.
Proposal2: It should be discussed whether the NW is allowed to configure the UE to report CSG/hybrid Cells reported. 

3. Conclusion

To prevent malicious usage of ANR and confusing report, RAN2 is asked to agree on following proposals and take it into account to discuss UTRA-ANR.  
Proposal1: The UE shall not detect and report the Cells which do not belong to the PLMN that the UE is belonging to.

Proposal2: It should be discussed whether the NW is allowed to configure the UE to report CSG/hybrid Cells reported. 
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
