	Summary of change:
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	The FFS conditions are clarified as follows:
· intraFreqProximityIndication and interFreqProximityIndication are mandatory  for CSG whitelist capable UEs, since these are essential features for inbound handover to CSG cells.
· intraFreqSI-AcquisitionForHO and interFreqSI-AcquisitionForHO are mandatory for all Rel-9 UEs, since these are essential features to ensure service continuity when PCI confusion exists in the network, which is likely when LTE pico cells are heavily deployed.
Impacted functionality:

The CR only impacts the conditions for setting UE capabilities bits related to intra/ inter-frequency proximity indication and intra/ inter-frequency SI acquisition for  handover.

Interoperability analysis:

· If the CR is implemented by the network and not by the UE, the network might assume that the UE supports proximity indication and SI acquisition for handover, if the network does not check the corresponding UE capability bits and deduces from the protocol release. Otherwise, there is no inter operability problem.
· If the CR is implemented by the UE and not by the network, there is no inter operability problem.
