The basic CSFB solutions had been defined in Rel-8 time frame. And due to the various motivations, many CSFB enhancements were agreed in Rel-9 time frame. At the previous RAN2 meeting, (i.e, Meeting #70bis) CSFB to 3GPP RAT solutions are considered to be quite confusing as some solutions are applicable only for the CSFB to a certain RAT. Thus it was felt that having some stage 2 desceiption would be beneficial. Thus in this contribution, we summarize CSFB solutions to UMTS and GSM in the attached CR against 36.300.

NOTE 3: 
This UE capability is defined as a UTRA UE capability in [38] while other UE capabilities in this table are defined as E-UTRA UE capabilities in [12].
NOTE: 
The solutions above are supported only if relavant FGI bits are set to “true” as specified in [16].
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
