With the MDT work Item moving to defining the stage 3 detail, we raise an observation that warrants further discussion in RAN2
2         Discussion
2.1 SRB Stage 3
As agreed in [1] for UMTS 

Logged MDT measurements retrieval is carried on Signalling Radio Bearer SRB4.
In TS25.331, section 6.6 (Signalling Radio Bearers), the current description for SRB4 is:
Signalling radio bearer RB3 and optionally Signalling radio bearer RB4 shall be used for the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling and sent on the DCCH in RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM), as specified in subclauses 8.1.8., 8.1.9 and 8.1.10.

So this description would need to be updated to reflect that the SRB4 can also be used in case of RRC messages UE INFORMATION REQUEST/RESPONSE and not just in case of RRC messages carrying NAS signalling.
We propose that the sentence could be updated as follows.
Signalling radio bearer RB3 and optionally Signalling radio bearer RB4 shall be used for the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling or for RRC messages UE INFORMATION REQUEST/RESPONSE and sent on the DCCH in RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM), as specified in subclauses 8.1.8., 8.1.9, 8.1.10, and TBD (sections for UE INFORMATION REQUEST/RESPONSE) 
SRB4 was chosen for retrieving Logged MDT as it is a low priority SRB, but as SRB4 is optional we propose that if SRB4 isn’t present then as per current procedures SRB3 is used instead.

Conclusion
It is proposed that RAN2 agreed on the following:

Proposal 1: Logged MDT UE message UE INFORMATION RESPONSE is sent on SRB3 when SRB4 is not available.
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
