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1 Introduction

In recent RAN2 meeting, the event trigger based MDT has been discussed. For MDT, generally we consider the periodic triggered MDT logging. However, in some case, we need to consider the event trigger based MDT logging. In this contribution, we discuss the necessity of the event trigger based MDT logging.
2 Discussion 
During the several meeting, we have discussed the MDT trigger method. We finally conclude that the periodic based logging should be the baseline for the MDT logging. However, in some case, there might be some limitation to use the periodic based MDT logging.
Periodic MDT Logging
The periodic based MDT logging has been discussed and agreed as a baseline to operate the MDT logging. The reason that the periodic MDT logging is adapted as a baseline for the MDT logging is that the operation is simple and the specification impact can be minimized. For example, from the MDT configuration, the UE can be configured to execute the MDT logging which are based on the MDT duration and peoriod in the MDT configuration. The UE should start the MDT logging during the duration from the configuration with the period. In the above, that periodic MDT operation might be based on the assumption that the UE move with same speed and the MDT logging can be executed in the same granuarity. Thus, the UE can report the MDT logging which have the measurement information with same distance. However, the UE can be the various situation. In some cases, the periodic MDT measurement can be redandant or useless. 
Event triggered MDT Logging
The event based MDT logging has been also discussed and agreed that the event based MDT logging can be discussed in the limited topics like the positioning. We think that the event triggered MDT logging can be the special case for the MDT logging and not be the optimization. For example, the measurement event triggered MDT logging can be useful to fetch the useful information to analize the detailed network status related to the coverage information. If the UE are only based on the periodic based MDT, the UE cannot make the MDT log in a specific situation and sometimes, the periodic MDT log can be meaningless. To make the MDT log have the useful information to use analyse the network situation with more detail, it is better to consider the event triggered MDT logging method with the period MDT logging. In the above, we also agree that the periodic MDT logging can be a baseline to discuss the MDT. However, we should consider the impact on the introduction of the event trigger MDT logging to discuss the MDT.
