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1. Introduction
There is an agreement that a MDT log available indication is included in RRCConnectionSetupComplete, RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete and RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete messag [1].

But it seems it is redundant to incude the MDT log available indication in RRCConnectionSetupComplete and RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message.
We would like to analyze this issue in this paper.

2. Discussion
We have agreed that the SRB2 is used to report the MDT log [1].

After the RRCConnectionSetupComplete message, there is only SRB1, no SRB2 here. There will be an RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message for the SRB2 and DRB creation next. We think the log is not more urgent than signalling and the MDT log available indication will be included again in RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete mesage. So the log can be reported after RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message. 

It is the same argument between RRCConnectionSetupComplete and RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete. So we think it is enough to include the MDT log avaialbe indication only in the RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message.
Proposal 1: it is proposed to include the MDT log available indication only in the RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message.
3. Conclusion

Based on the above discussion, it proposes:
