Introduction
In RAN #48, a new MBMS WI RP-100691 is approved. In this WI, RRC_CONNECTED UE can feedback its MBMS service reception status to help the network to make the “activation/deactivation MBMS service” decision. In the last meeting, the following decisions were made [1]: 
· 4: Extend directly the MCCH message, for both ongoing and non-ongoing services, to include a new counting request message, which contains a list of TMGI's requiring UE feedback.
· Assumptions:

· 4) By some means, the eNB will receive an indication (from MCE?) that should count for potential activation for a certain service, potentially even before any session of the service has started.

However, for non-ongoing services, using MCCH to provide the feedback request for activation may cause some enhancements for current notification scheme. In this contribution, we try to clarify this issue, and ask RAN2 to discuss it.

Discussion
The MBMS service timeline is shown in Fig.1. In the period between service announcement and session start, UE only monitors PDCCH for notification of session start, and doesn’t monitor MCCH. After receiving the notification of session start, UE starts to monitor MCCH. This means that based on the current specification and conclusion, the network can only do activation counting in period 2 shown in Fig. 1. If we want to do activation counting in the period between service announcement and session start (i.e., period 1 shown in Fig. 1), we may need an enhanced method, e.g., introduce a new RNTI for notification of counting request, or enhance the current notification scheme as shown in our co-authored contribution [2].
