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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for their LS (R2-105306/S3-101105) on Progress on relay node security.
Regarding which kinds of UE handovers an RN could be involved in, RAN2 has not identified any restrictions. An RN is an eNB and as such an RN should support all handovers supported by non-RN eNBs.
Regarding the new security attack scenario (which is also described in LS R2-105308/S3-101114), RAN2 would like to check with SA3 whether this new security attack scenario could still happen even if encryption is activated over the Un interface. As both the DeNB and the relay node are operator-controlled network nodes, encryption could be activated.
For the different security solutions in S3-101106, RAN2 did not have enough time to study them thoroughly and therefore does not have preference yet. 

2. Actions: 
To SA3 group:
RAN2 kindly asks SA3 to inform RAN2 as early as possible during our coscheduled meetings in November whether integrity protection for all Un user bearers needs to be supported. Also RAN2 would appreciate if SA3 could inform RAN2 on the further progress of relay node security discussion in SA3.
