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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

TS 36.331 specifies that for certain fields, part of IEs for which a default configuration is specified, a default value is not applicable. During RAN2#71bis it turned out that it was not entirely clear what this really meant. The proposal is to introduce a note to clarify that N/A implies that after applying the default value for the IE, E-UTRAN can not assume anything regarding the value the UE applies for such fields. In other words, before invoking the concerned functionality E-UTRAN has to ensure the UE is (re-)configured with a correct value.

2 Discussion

The current version of the draft CR on introducing Carrier Aggregation [1] supports additional measurement reporting as follows:

The default N/A is specified for SRB1 and SRB2, for which the associated functionality is N/A
· 
pmi-RI-Report-r9:

The field is relevant if CQI reporting is performed. When switching to a default configuration, the UE releases the periodic CQI reporting configuration. Aperiodic CQI reporting is triggered by the network, which means that E-UTRAN can configure a value before the value of pmi-RI-Report-r9 is actually used

codebookSubsetRestriction/ codebookSubsetRestriction-v920
· 
The field is relevant for transmission mode 3 and higher. When switching to a default configuration, the UE applies transmission mode 1 or 2 (depending on the number of PBCH antenna ports), which means that E-UTRAN can configure a value before the value of codebookSubsetRestriction is actually used

In summary: for none of the above fields there is a need to specify which value the UE shall apply:

· 
When initially applying a default configuration (e.g. upon connection establishment)

When switching back to a default configuration (e.g. upon connection re-establishment)

Hence our proposal is as follows:

Proposal:
Introduce the following note to clarify what E-UTRAN should assume regarding the value of a field for which the default configuration specifies N/A.

NOTE:      N/A indicates that the UE does not apply a specific value (i.e. upon switching to a default configuration, E-UTRAN can not assume the UE keeps the previously configured value). This implies that E-UTRAN needs to configure a value when appropriate e.g. before invoking the related functionality.

The proposal is to include the note in an update of [1].
