1 Introduction

To start normal relay operation, the RN should attach to a DeNB cell selected from the list acquired during Phase I. In some cases, however, RN may not find or connect to any of a DeNB cell among the cells provided by OAM. This document brings up the issue of how to handle the potential problem of unavailable DeNB cells.
2 Discussion
In cell selection procedure of Phase II, the RN searches a suitable cell among the list of attachable DeNB cells. However, RN may not find a suitable cell for the following reasons.
· Inaccuracy of RN location and DeNB cell coverage:
To provide correct DeNB cell list to the RN, the OAM should be aware of location of RN and coverage of DeNB cells. If any of the knowledge is not accurate, OAM may provide incorrect DeNB cell list to the RN. The consequence is that RN would keep trying to find a suitable cell among the incorrect DeNB cells. If mobile RN is introduced in a future, this problem becomes more severe due to the increased inaccuracy.
· Un RLF on unique DeNB:

When RLF occurs in Un interface, the RN would try to find a new suitable cell among the DeNB cell list. But if the problematic DeNB is unique one in the list, the RN cannot find a suitable cell until the DeNB is restored. Considering that RLF in Un interface occurs due to critical problems, the RN would not succeed to attach to the DeNB for a long time.
Based on the above reasons, we think that the problematic situation (i.e. RN searches a cell among the unavailable DeNB cells) may occur in a real deployment. The question is how to handle this situation.
· How long does the RN try to find a suitable cell in the DeNB cell list?

· If nothing available, how does RN inform to OAM to update the DeNB cell list?

Or, should we assume that at least one cell in the DeNB cell list is always available to RN?
