	In current TS 36.331, it is captured that “set the establishmentCause in accordance with the information received from upper layers”. This description may lead to the understanding that the establishmentCause is set by only using the NAS ‘call type’ received from upper layer, e.g. the establishmentCause is set the same as ‘call type’.
However, this is not ture according to TS 24.301 Annex D.1 which captures:
 ”When EMM requests the establishment of a NAS-signalling connection, the RRC establishment cause used by the UE shall be selected according to the NAS procedure as specified in table D.1.1. The EMM shall also indicate to the lower layer for the purpose of access control, the call type associated with the RRC establishment cause as specified in table D.1.1.”

From the above text cited from 24.301, NAS layer expects that the establishmentCause should be set in accordance with the ‘call type’ and the mapping of NAS ‘call type’ to RRC establishment cause.
During the discussion in RAN5, it seemed companies in RAN5 have different understanding of the description in 36.331, thus it is beneficial to clarify it and add the reference to TS 24.301.
