	targetCellShortMAC-I

The ShortMAC-I for the handover target cell, in order for potential re-establishment to succeed.

	additionalReestabInfoList

Contains a list of shortMAC-I and KeNB* for cells under control of the target eNB, required for potential re-establishment by the UE in these cells to succeed. The target eNB shall ignore reestablishment information for cells not controlled by it, if present.
