	The RRC message System Information Container is used to provide UTRA SIBs to the UE via dedicated messages in another RAT (e.g. EUTRA). The most discussed use case is CS fallback.
If the network provides UE with the System Information Container in another RAT (EUTRA) and redirects the UE to UTRA, the UE is not required to aquire any system information from the UTRA cell before accessing the UTRA cell (e.g. for CS call establishment. Instead, UE uses the system information received in the container.

Currently, “essential” SIBs are mandated to be included in the container (MP). Other SB/SIBs (SB1, SB2, SIB11, SIB11bis, SIB12) are contitionally present in the container if they are “scheduled on the BCCH of the target cell”. Such condition can not be motivated. The network should, based on implementation, be entitled to choose which SIBs to include, to minimise the size of the information transferred via dedicated signalling in the other RATs
