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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA5 for the LS on OAM architecture aspects for RNs, and would like to provide answers to your questions below.
Q1: SA5 would like to clarify what mechanisms are intended to be used to provide the RN with the address of the RN OAM.
A1: One option involves the use of DNS using a vendor-specific RN FQDN, as per the CRs to 23.003 and 29.303 recently approved by CT4 (C4-110418 and C4-110419, respectively).
Q2: SA5 seek clarification on Which is the entity that is the source of the DeNB list and other initial RN parameters supplied to the RN for RN Attach for pre-configuration in phase I.
A2: In the current architecture, the source of the DeNB list and of the other parameters supplied to the RN is the RN OAM.
Q3: SA5 would like to clarify if the list to be provided in phase I is a list of cells (in DeNBs) or a list of DeNBs?
A3: In the latest version of 36.300 (v10.2.0), Sec. 4.7.6.3, this is clarified as being a list of cells in DeNBs. These are the potential cells to which the RN is allowed to connect.
Q4: SA5 would like to ask if there is a requirement that OAM supplies list of DeNB cells in phase II in addition to the initial list supplied in phase I?
A4: No.
Q5: SA5 would like to ask if it is foreseeable that a RN may change DeNB and, if the answer is positive, what implications (e.g. must the RN be taken out of service, or must a new installation [with phase I and II] of the RN be made, or can the change be done when traffic is ongoing) RAN3 sees from this?
A5: The current assumption is that nomadic RNs only (i.e. RNs that disconnect, are relocated, and reconnect again) are supported by the current specifications. There is no standard support for DeNB change with ongoing traffic.
