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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS (R3-111058/R2-111787) on Immediate MDT in case of inter-PLMN handover, and would like to provide response to the following question raised by RAN3:
RAN3 would like to understand whether deactivation of Immediate MDT in the UE in the source cell fully comply with the transferring and reconfiguration principles for the current RRM measurement during handover, and and information to be transferred between eNBs/RNCs, if needed. 

Answer: 
RAN2 understanding on the deactivation of Immediate MDT in the UE in the source cell in case of inter-PLMN handover is as follows:

For immediate MDT, current RRM measurement configuration is used, the only extension is location information and GNSS time information report. The trace relevant configuration is terminated at eNB/RNC and is not visible for the UE. The MDT deactivation, e.g. remove and not propagate the trace relevant configuration in the source eNB/RNC in case of inter-PLMN handover, only concerns eNB/RNC behaviour and is not exposed to the UE. RRM measurement report, transferring and reconfiguration procedures are independent of MDT deactivation in the source cell. And no additional information is needed to be transferred between eNBs/RNCs for the purpose of immediate MDT deactivation from RAN2 perspective.
