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1 Introduction

In the current version of TS 36.321 for Rel10 CQI/PMI/RI reporting for deactivated SCells shall not be reported. We realized there are two understanding on this text. One is this text only restrict actual CQI/PMI/RI measurement procedure. So whether to transmit dummy contents to avoid uncertain CQI/PMI/RI size is not concluded. The other is this text also restrict to prohibit the reporting including dummy contents. This document discusses two understandings and proposes a way forward. Note that we use CSI in this document as the term corresponding to CQI/PMI/RI/PTI. PTI is additional information agreed in Rel 10. 
2 Discussion
.Currently, in TS 36.321 V10.1.0 in section 5.13 it is stated that

if the SCell is deactivated:

-
not transmit SRS for the SCell;

-
not report CQI/PMI/RI for the SCell;
-
not transmit on UL-SCH for the SCell;

-
not monitor the PDCCH on the SCell;

-
not monitor the PDCCH for the SCell.
On prohibiting the reporting of CQI/PMI/RI, we realized that in RAN1 there are two interpretations among different companies. 

Understanding 1:  The specification only restricts actual CSI measurement procedure. So whether to transmit dummy contents is allowed is not concluded.
Understanding 2: The specification also prohibits the reporting, which would include dummy contents.
RAN1 has several contributions with the understanding of 1 on the uncertainty of the CSI payload size [1],[2],[3]. According to offline discussion this interpretation is not so obvious taken the current wording of TS 36.321. As written in [1], the inconsistency of activation status and therefore a potential size mismatch can be controlled by the network by setting a sufficiently long value of the implicit deactivation timers (including infinity value) and therefore understanding 2 also works sufficiently for release 10.
It should be communicated to RAN1 that RAN2 is not restricting RAN1 in taking a decision on the uncertainty of CSI payload size that either incorporates understanding 1 or understanding 2. It is rather that RAN2 is waiting for a decision on that matter by RAN1 in order to adopt the wording of TS 36.321 later on.

We propose to inform RAN2 status to RAN1 by sending an LS.

3 Conclusions

We discussed two interpretations of "CQI/PMI/RI shall not be reported for the deactivated SCell". We propose to clarify RAN2 understanding and to inform RAN2 status to RAN1. 
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
