This document discusses a potential misalignment found during ASN.1 review.
2 Discussion & Conclusion
TS 37.320 says that “A release operation for Logged MDT configuration is realized only by configuration replacement in case the other node overwrites the configuration”. It has also been discussed in the past that a particular release operation is not needed because if a release if wanted, it is always possible to overwrite. 
We note that according to current ASN.1 it is not possible to send an empty LoggedMeasurementConfiguration message to stop logged MDT measurements in the UE without adding a new configuration.

Would stop/release feature without configuring new MDT configuration then be used? 
The main use case we see for a “stop” operation is when a UE for which user non-consent is indicated, indicates the availability of logged data to the network, i.e. the user has withdrawn user consent after logged MDT was initiated. The network could then send an empty LoggedMeasurementConfiguration message to clear the MDT data and the MDT configuration.
Considering the low complexity to support this, we think such use case is sufficient motivation. 

Proposal: In order to support release by overwrite also when no new configuration is available, make all IEs optional in the LoggedMeasurementConfiguration message and update procedure text accordingly.
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
