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1. Overall Description:

For signaling based immediate MDT, OAM will be responsible for validating an MDT activation where the area scope spans PLMNs or is in conflict with the PLMN in the Trace Reference. If the eNB does receive a request (this really should not happen) with a primary PLMN mismatch then the eNB will ignore the request.

RAN2 understands this is also true for signaling based logged MDT, management based logged MDT and management based immediate MDT. For all the cases, the eNB/ RNC (RAN) should validate whether its primary PLMN matches the PLMN in the Trace Reference.

It is not clear whether RAN should further restrict the RPLMN/ serving PLMN of the UE conforms to the PLMN in the Trace Reference before initiating the MDT configuration to UE. RAN2 thinks that if there is a mismatch, unnecessary MDT measurement collection and reporting in an unintended PLMN may occur. This applies to both logged MDT and immediate MDT configured by signaling based trace or management based trace. For management based trace, RAN should consider this for UE selection. Therefore, RAN2 assumes it would be sensible for RAN to always make PLMN validating based on RPLMN/ serving PLMN of the UE, and for OAM to base on the same PLMN validating principle for signaling based MDT.
