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Discussion and Decision

Introduction
During RAN2 #73bis meeting, the opportunity of having the possibility to signal a list of allowed or forbidden frequencies has been presented in [1]. During discussion it has been agreed that UE would consider frequencies  which are in the NCL for inter frequency ANR. However, "Should NW indicate a list of frequencies that UE is allowed to perform ANR on?", was still an open question.

2
Handling of multiple frequencies
During RAN2#73bis meeting, it has been agreed that UE should only look at the frequencies used in NCL. 
However, the network may want that UE focuses on specific frequencies (e.g. deployment of a new frequency in a given area), or avoid a certain frequency (e.g. a frequency dedicated to CSG Cells). That is why it may be beneficial to restrict the frequencies on which UE would scan for cells.
A simple way to achieve this would be to signal optionally one or two frequencies on which UE should perform ANR. UE would perform inter frequency ANR only on these frequencies, provided that they belong to cells in NCL.

If no list of frequency is sent, the UE behaviour would be as agreed in RAN2#73bis, i.e. the measured frequencies would be limited to those in NCL.
Proposal 1: A list of frequency can be signalled during ANR configuration. If signalled UE  should perform interfrequency ANR only on these frequencies
Proposal 2: The network can signal up to two frequencies to the UE
