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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA4 for their LS on setting b=AS for speech. SA4 asked the following question:
[Question]:

SA4 would like to ask RAN2 to clarify whether statistical effects of video (due to motion activities) and speech (due to pauses) are assumed to be included or excluded in MBR and GBR values, as received from the core network.
[RAN2 answer]:

Statistical effects of speech are usually taken into account when RAN2 evaluates voice capacity of network. There are examples in [1] where 50 % voice activity is assumed. In addition, RAN2 would like to inform that having accurate GBR/MBR value reflecting real traffic requirements would be beneficial for scheduler in, e.g., call admission control.
