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1 Introduction
This document attempts to align MDT stage-2 TS 37.320 with rel-10 contents and clean up parts that were used during rel-10 as placeholders for decisions made, for the stage-3 phase. 
See also CR in R2-113347

2 Discussion & Proposals
Issue 1: The Introduction, a non-numbered subclause, contains a very general justification for having MDT, and refers to benefits shown during the “study item” for a control plane architecture.
Proposal 1: remove the introduction subclause. 

Proposal 1-alt: in case proposal 1 is not agreeable, in the introduction subclause, at least remove the vague references to the “study item”. 
Issue 2: It is missing a view of which parts of MDT TS 37.320 is intended to capture, and how it relates to SA5 specifications.
Proposal 2: Introduce text in the scope sub-clause that explains that 37.320 is intended to capture a) UE and RAN measurement and logging functionality addressing MDT use cases, and b) Features for control of MDT support in the UE, while 3GPP 32-series specifications captures network functionality and overall control of MDT.
Issue 3: In the references section, references are missing for physical layer measurements specs defining measurements that are subsequently used. Also missing: reference to EUTRA MAC that specifies PHR reporting. 
Proposal 3: Add references to 25.215, 25.225, 36.214, 36.321 in the references section. 

It could also be considered if to enhance the referencing in the running text. 
Issue 4: In the Scope section, the following text seems to be about future unknown requirements “It is presently not envisioned that H(e)NB deployments and MBMS will be supported by the MDT functionality”. 

Proposal 4: Change the text to “In current release no specific support is provided for H(e)NB deployments and MBMS”. 

Issue 5: definition of immediate MDT is not consistent with stage-3. In stage-3 also network measurement are classified as part of immediate MDT. 
Proposal 5: Immediate MDT: MDT functionality involving measurement performed by the network or  by a UE in CONNECTED state that reports  the measurements to RAN available at the time of reporting condition.

Issue 6: It is missing an architectural view of MDT. Signalling flow charts etc for the network is in TS 32.422. 
Proposal 6: introduce in subclause 4.1 reference to TS 32.422. 

Issue 7: The subclause 4.1 “Main Concept and requirements” contains parts that were not included in rel-10, e.g. UE selection by device type. 
Proposal 7: Align subclause 4.1 to only reflect what is included in rel-10. 
Issue 8: The subclause 4.1 “Main Concept and requirements” is written in requirements language, e.g. “It shall be possible to configure blabla”.
Proposal 8: Change the language of subclause 4.1 to be descriptive, e.g. “It is possible to configure blabla”
Issue 9: in subclause 4.1, terms “MDT reporting mode” and “real-time reporting” is used, they are not used in stage 3 text. 

Proposal 9: change wording to “MDT mode”, and “Immediate MDT”, “logged MDT”.

Issue 10: in subclause 5.1.1, the latter part of the NOTE “.. less information about neighbour cells” is unclear. 

Proposal 10: remove unclear part “.. less information about neighbour cells”
Issue 11: in subclause 5.1.1 the following text is no longer needed “There is no need to align the specification of procedural aspects of idle mode measurements with those of the connected mode measurements.”. 

Proposal 11: remove “There is no need to align the specification of procedural aspects of idle mode measurements with those of the connected mode measurements.”
Issue 12, in subclause 5.1.1.1 the Notes are no longer needed. The first note is incorrect. 

Proposal 12: remove 

NOTE:
There is no need to introduce a measurement identity for Logged MDT. 

NOTE:
Additional measurement object parameter such as cell specific offset is not necessary for Logged MDT

Issue 13: in subclause 5.1.1.3.3, the unclear wording “only once” is used (has been replaced in stage-3 text).  
Proposal 13: Change “only once” to “only if it has not already been included”.  

Issue 14, in subclause 5.1.2.1, the following text is incorrect “With respect to positioning configuration, the network is not able to force UE to provide accurate location information.”
Proposal 14: Change the text to “No MDT specific support has been added for initiation of positioning.”
Issue 15: subclause 5.1.2.2 is correct for LTE but not correct for UTRA. 

Proposal 15: Move most of text in 5.1.2.2 to LTE specific section, add description for UTRA indicating that current RRC procedures are reused.
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
