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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

In previous meetings RAN2 agreed a number of CRs that clarified several CSG related aspects for the case network sharing is used [1]. In the end, RAN decided not to approve the RAN2 agreed CRs in order to wait for other groups to conclude the handling of ePLMNs. Now that other groups have further discussed the issue, the time seems right for RAN2 to finally conclude the issue.
2 Discussion

There have been a number of responses to the liaison from RAN2 in R2-112637: first CT1 replied in C1-112302 [1], next SA2 replied in S2-112879 [2] and finally CT1 responded once more in C1-112986 [3]. Our understanding of these liaisons is as follows:

· 
SA2 recognised that inter PLMN handover to a CSG broadcasting an ePLMN requires certain access stratum related UE behaviour and hence is best left to RAN2 to decide.
· 
In particular, SA2 recognised that the UE would have to report membership also if the candidate cell broadcasts the identity of an ePLMN while the CSG whitelist of the UE includes an entry comprising of the cell’s CSG ID and the concerned PLMN identity.
· CT1 also seems fine to go either way, as long as the specifications are consistent and clear (e.g. by means of a statement in the stage 2).

Although we realise this is a rather late clarification for which one can debate the importance. On the other hand, we would prefer to have a consistent behaviour across different releases (i.e. it's now or never for introducing this enhanced membership check). As there is no significant complexity involved in the enhanced membership check, we would be fine to accept the change in REL-9.

Proposal
Introduce the enhanced membership check to support inbound mobility to a CSG cell broadcasting an ePLMN Id in REL-9

Corresponding CRs are provided in [4- 7]. Note that the concerned CRs concern a revision of the CRs previously agreed by RAN2, but with some rephrasing of the change to the field description of csg-Indication.
3 Conclusion & recommendation
This contribution includes the following proposal that RAN2 is requested to agree:

Proposal
Introduce the enhanced membership check to support inbound mobility to a CSG cell broadcasting an ePLMN Id in REL-9

If the proposal is agreed, RAN2 is requested to review and agree the corresponding (updated) CRs that are provided in [4- 7].
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
