5.8.1
General

The UE may be configured to perform UTRAN ANR measurements and logging on the cell not included in the neighbour cell list in IDLE mode, CELL_PCH and URA_PCH state with LOGGING MEASUREMENT CONFIGURATION message as specified in TS 25.331 [4].

UTRAN ANR measurements and logging 
5.8.2.1
Intra-freq and inter-freq ANR case

If configured to perform ANR measurement logging for intra-freq and/or inter-freq ANR, the UE shall perform measurements and logging of measurement results for intra-freq and/or inter-freq ANR measurements and logging if all of the following conditions are met as specified in TS 25.331[4]:

-
the UE is in camped normaly state in IDLE mode, CELL_PCH or URA_PCH state.

-
RPLMN of the UE is the same as the RPLMN at the point of time of the LOGGING MEASUREMENT CONFIGURATION message reception.
· All the detailed logging rules specified in TS 25.331[4] are satisfied.
During the intra-freq and inter-freq ANR process, the UE may measure on the frequencies associated with the cells listed in the neighbour cell list and log corresponding information of the detected set cells as specified in TS 25.331 [4].

5.8.2.2
Inter-RAT ANR case

If configured to perform ANR measurement logging for inter-RAT ANR, the UE shall perform ANR measurements and logging inter-RAT ANR if all of the following conditions are me as specified in TS 25.331[4]:

-
the UE has reselected from E-UTRAN or GSM to a UTRAN cell.
-
the UE is in camped normally state in IDLE mode, CELL_PCH or URA_PCH state.
-
RPLMN of the UE is the same as the RPLMN at the point of time of the LOGGING MEASUREMENT CONFIGURATION message reception.
During the inter-RAT ANR process, the UE may log the corresponding information of the previously camped E-UTRAN or GSM cell as specified in TS 25.331 [4].
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
