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	UE will not report RLF/HOF information if its RPLMN is not equal to the RPLMN when RLF/HOF takes place, making it impossible for MRO functionality in case of RPLMN change between the cell where RLF/HOF occurs and the cell where the RLF/HOF report can be initiated. This is because a single RLF report procedure is used for both MDT and MRO and no configuration from network side related to RLF reporting.
In addition,it is specify in the agreement from LS R2-113744 say that, 

“It was also confirmed that if/when it is not possible to develop complete support for the EPLMN concept (i.e. Networks using EPLMN has the same features/capabilities and the same operational situation as a stand alone PLMN networks) then such deviations should be documented in relevant stage 1 and stage 2 documents”
Therefore a Note is need to indication that R10 MRO does not support inter-PLMN scenario.
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22.4.2 Support for Mobility Robustness Optimisation
22.4.2.1
General

Mobility Robustness Optimisation aims at detecting and enabling correction of following problems:

-
Connection failure due to intra-LTE mobility

-
Unnecessary HO to another RAT (too early IRAT HO with no radio link failure)

NOTE:
RLF/HOF report for the purpose of MRO in case of PLMN change is not supported in Rel-10.
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
