	1. It was previously agreed that there are no restrictions to the kind of cell where the UE may respond to an ongoing Counting request. This implies coordination needed on the network-side, not to have concurrent Counting procedures at any location (otherwise an eNB receiving a Counting response can never confidently associate it to the right procedure). 

While such coordination seems doable within an operator’s PLMN, it seems quite challenging across different operators’ PLMNs. Therefore, to still allow mapping a UE’s response correctly in a cell shared by different PLMNs when concurrent counting procedures are ongoing in those PLMNs (the receiving eNB knows whose MME the UE is attached to), a UE should only respond to a Counting request received from a cell broadcasting the identity of the UE’s Registered PLMN.
2. Related to the above, the UE’s RPLMN is not up to date with the PLMNs broadcast by its (primary) serving cell at all points in time: after a handover from another PLMN to the one where counting is ongoing, it takes some time before the RPLMN is updated by TAU. If such an incoming UE evaluates the above condition instantaneously, it will unnecessarily refrain from responding to counting (or, in the reverse case, will respond to counting in a cell not part of the PLMN where counting is ongoing)

	Numbered accordingly with the above reasons for change:
1. Only an MBMSCountingRequest message received from a cell broadcasting the identity of the Registered PLMN is to be considered by the UE;

2. The UE may respond to counting if the PCell also broadcasts the identity of the Registered PLMN (this check needs to be performed first).
  In addition, a note is added to clarify that if “the PCell did not broadcast the identity of the Registered PLMN, the UE may check these conditions again after performing RPLMN change”.
