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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed the issue of supporting RACH procedure on SCell, more specifically the question on which cell the PDCCH for Msg2 should be sent. 
RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that as a working assumption, RAN2 has agreed to go for a solution in which Msg2 is sent from the scheduling cell as already configured for an SCell in Rel-10 in the IE CrossCarrierSchedulingConfig-r10. As a result, all PUSCH/PDSCH allocations for an SCell will be indicated by PDCCH from only one cell (i.e. the scheduling cell) as in Rel-10.
Since the scheduling cell could be configured to be the PCell or any SCell (including the SCell on which the RACH is performed), this approach will imply an increase in the number of blind decodes that the UE has to perform on any SCell configured as scheduling cell due to the need to also monitor the common search space of the SCell for Msg2 during the RACH procedure. RAN2 would like to know if RAN1 sees any blocking issues with increasing the number of blind decodes on an SCell related to supporting this common search space reception.

2. Actions:

To RAN WG1:
RAN2 would kindly request RAN1 to inform RAN2 if RAN1 sees any blocking issues with increasing the number of blind decodes on an SCell related to supporting this common search space reception.
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
