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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT1 for the liaison statement in C1-113759 (R2-114852) on the scope of extended wait time on AS layer.
In current RAN2 specification 3GPP TS 36.331 and TS25.331, is the extended wait time together with "congestion" indication only applicable for rejecting the NAS request with the RRC establishment cause set to "Delay Tolerant"?.
According to RAN2’s understanding and as per the definition of the Extended Wait Time IE, (i.e. ‘wait time for Delay Tolerant access requests’) in section 6.2.2 of TS 36.331 (E-UTRA) and section 10.3.3.12a of TS 25.331 (UTRA) and the procedures in section 5.3.3.8 of TS 36.331 and section 8.1.3.9 of TS 25.331, the Extended Wait Time is applicable to NAS requests from a UE which supports ‘Delay Tolerant access’ and should only be sent in response to an RRC Connection Request with establishment cause ‘Delay Tolerant access’. 
It is also clarified that there is no explicit “congestion” indication from AS to NAS together with extended wait time. Regardless of Reject Cause presence or value, once UE receives the Extended Wait Time IE in response to a Delay Tolerant access request, UE AS layer will transmit the Extended Wait Time IE to NAS.
