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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 understands that RAN4 has been working on defining RRM performance requirement on overall procedure delay for RRC Connection Release with redirection to UTRAN [1]. RAN2 also understands that RAN2 input is beneficial for RAN4 to finalize the requirement value that is currently FFS as shown below.
	TRRC_procedure_delay: It is the RRC procedure for processing the received message “RRCConnectionRelease”. It shall be less than [110] ms. 


RAN4 seems to have discussed the following requirement in RRC specification, TS36.331 and was unable to conclude whether the 60 ms timer as defined below corresponds to the delays related to the RRC message processing or the inter-RAT mobility (e.g. releasing EUTRA radio resources, tearing down EUTRA stack).

Reception of the RRCConnectionRelease by the UE

The UE shall:

1>
delay the following actions defined in this sub-clause 60 ms from the moment the RRCConnectionRelease message was received or optionally when lower layers indicate that the receipt of the RRCConnectionRelease message has been successfully acknowledged, whichever is earlier;
[….]


RAN2 would like to clarify that the 60 ms timer is used to ensure the delivery of layer 2 acknowledgement in the UL so that the serving eNB is made aware of the successful delivery of RRC Connection Release message to the UE. This 60 ms wait time occurs after the UE has decoded the RRC Connection Release message and delays any subsequent UE actions. Thus it is the view of RAN2 that any delay associated with “UE actions” such as RRC message decoding prior to the wait time and the subsequent release of radio resources should be defined as an additional delay to the 60 ms wait time. In other words, 60 ms wait time and the “UE actions” do not run in parallel.
Please note that RAN2 does not have a plan to define such additional “UE action” delay. RAN2 suggests that this UE action delay is described by RAN4 as a separate value from the 60 ms wait timer, when specifying the related performance requirements.
