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Introduction
This document provides a report of the email discussion on [75b#33] LTE: ANR FGI bit
Discussion

The email discussion was kicked off with a draft CR in line with the outcome of the offline discussion from RAN2#75bis on 24 October 2011.  Companies were requested to verify if their understanding was aligned with that proposal.  Several companies (Huawei, Nokia Corporation, Nokia Siemens Networks, NTT DoCoMo, Samsung, CATT, New Postcom, Qualcomm, Intel) participated in the offline discussion.  Several comments on improving the text were received and incorporated into the CR.
The following additional points were also discussed:

	1
	It was proposed to also clarify bit 15 in line with the same clarification as being proposed for bit 19 that UE supports the event B1 measurement for the RAT(s) for which UE has set bit 22-24, 26 to 1.
	During the discussion, it was pointed out that the clarification is needed on top of the existing text on the dependency with bits 22-24,26 as the current text does not clarify that the UE supports the functionality for the corresponding RAT. 

Conclusion#1: It is proposed to also clarify bit 15 similar to bit 19.

	2
	Whether bit 19 should be set only if UE supports it in all the RATs indicated by bits 22-24,16.  The issue with “at least one of the RATs for which bits 22-24, 26” is set is that it is sets bit 19 to 1, it cannot indicate the support for B2 in more RATs than it supports ANR.
	Discussion: While this is a limitation, there is no easy way out without increasing the number of bits.  “at least one of RATs” is aligned with the company understandings.

Conclusion#2: It is proposed to keep the understanding from the offline agreement during RAN2#75bis that bit 19 is set when ANR is supported in at least one of the RATs indicated by bits 22-24, 26.

	It was proposed to clarify that bit 14 is only applicable if the UE has set bit 25 (inter-frequency) to 1
	Discussion: Even though it was pointed out that in the chair’s notes the motivation for introduction of events A4, A5 was inter-frequency, the current specification text does not seem to limit it to inter-frequency.
Conclusion #3: It is proposed not to make changes to bit 14 as part of this email discussion.  There is no formal conclusion on the discussion on this point.


Proposals

Based on these discussions, the rapporteur proposes to agree on the conclusions 1-3 given above.  

No objections or comments were raised on the distributed v3 of the draft CR which is aligned with these conclusions.  
The final version of the CR input into this meeting in Tdoc R2-116124-26 (which is based on v3 with some additional changes to the cover page to include the changes to bit 15) should is proposed for agreement.
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
