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1. Overall Description

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the LS on CSFB awareness in UMTS. RAN2 has discussed the issue and would like to provide the following answer:
From a specification point of view, there is no explicit indication from the UE that RRC Connection setup is due to CSFB from LTE and no mechanism to identify a CSFB call at target RNC.

The target RNC could in principle use information about the presence/absence of certain IEs at RRC Connection setup as a hint that the RRC Connection setup is due to a CSFB from LTE.
For example, presence of IE ‘pre-redirection info’ indicates that UE was not redirected from EUTRA, Call type set to ‘speech’ indicates that it is a voice call, presence of IE System Information Container Stored Indicator indicates that UE accessed the cell based on stored system information for the serving cell. An algorithm in the target RNC can use such information to determine whether or not the call is likely to be a CSFB call. 

2. Action:
RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take into account the answer to their question on CSFB awareness in UMTS. 
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
