	In case of intra and inter frequency reselection, if the highest ranked  cell is not suitable due to forbidden TA or  not part of EPLMN , then UE should not consider this cell and all other cells on the same frequency for reselection for a period of 300 seconds. However, in 36.304 for Inter RAT case the barring is applicable only for that cell and not other cells on the same frequency. Also, the barring restrictions are lifted on the entire frequency according to the specification. Therefore specification is not consistent since barring is for a cell and lifting of the barring is for a frequency.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	UE behaviour should be similar for Inter Rat and Intra LTE reselection procedures when best ranked cell is not suitable. UE should bar the cell and all other cells on that frequency for a period of 300 seconds when highest ranked Inter RAT cell is not suitable. This will align the barring and lifting of the barring procedures.
