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Introduction
In this document, we discuss whether EAB info is carried on a new SIB or the existing SIB, and also whether EAB info is provided per PLMN or not.
Discussion
EAB info may be carried on a new SIB or one of the existing SIB. If the existing SIB is used, it is understood that change of EAB info in the existing SIB would affect the existing value tag and the existing SI modification in paging messages. Thus, change of EAB info would unnecessarily wake up normal UEs that do not support EAB.
Moreover, if the existing SIB is used, UE may use different update mechanisms for the existing SIB carrying EAB info. For instance, UE uses normal SI update mechanisms i.e. value tag and indication in paging for update of the existing SIB, and also uses a newly defined SI update mechanism, e.g. EAB update indication in paging, for EAB info included in the existing SIB. Using different SI update mechanisms for the same single SIB might be feasible, but not so preferred.

Accordingly, we propose to define a new SIB to carry EAB info.
Proposal 1: A new SIB is defined to carry EAB info.

To our understanding, if a new SIB is used, we have no restriction on the size of EAB info. Namely, we could support a large size of EAB info. Thus, if network sharing is needed, we could easily provide EAB parameters per PLMN individually. We propose that EAB parameters are provided per PLMN with each PLMN identity.
Proposal 2: EAB parameters are provided per PLMN with each PLMN identity.
Conclusion
In this document, we propose the followings:

·  Proposal 1: A new SIB is defined to carry EAB info.

·  Proposal 2: EAB parameters are provided per PLMN with each PLMN identity.
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
