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1. Overall Description:

Timing reference for secondary Timing Advance Group (sTAG) has been discussed in RAN2 with the following agreements reached:

· There is one timing reference per sTAG;

· The timing reference is the SIB2 linked downlink of the SCell on which the preamble was sent;

· The timing reference SCell can be freely deactivated if there are no other active cells in the sTAG. 
RAN2 is investigating the case when the timing reference SCell is deactivated before other cells within the sTAG (e.g. due to deactivation timer expiry), and would like to ask RAN4 whether the UE could still maintain the timing reference until the last SCell within the group is deactivated.
Besides, RAN2 also discussed that upon activation of the timing reference (of a TAG whose TAT is running), some extra time might be needed for synchronizing to the DL within the accuracy required for UL transmission.  RAN2 would like to ask RAN4 is if this synchronization can take place within the 8 ms that is reserved for the activation of SCells in Rel-10 or should additional time be reserved for the activation of a timing reference cell.
2. Actions:
To RAN4: RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to capture the agreements in the RAN4 specifications and answer the above questions.
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
