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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA5 for their LS on Usage of speed criterion for MDT data collection in S5-113887/R2-120034.
From the LS:

“
Among other solutions, a threshold based on UE speed (velocity) has been considered, so that collection of MDT data can be controlled according to the UE speed. When the UE does not collect data according to the speed threshold, traffic over the radio interface would be reduced. At the moment it is considered that this can be applied to both immediate and logged MDT.

SA5 understands that the usage of speed for MDT poses some requirements on the UE capabilities and therefore would like to know RAN2’s view on such requirements.”, 
RAN2 would like to provide the following comments:

From TS 36.331, the velocity (horizontalVelocity IE) information (if available) is included in the RLF report in case of handover failure.

On another hand, from TS 36.304 s5.2.4.3, UE mobility state (Normal-mobility state, Medium-mobility state or High-mobility state) is an internal UE state applicable if the parameters (TCRmax, NCR_H, NCR_M and TCRmaxHyst) used to evaluate the mobility state are sent in the system information broadcast of the serving cell. The UE mobility state is used for cell reselections of the UE in idle mode.
Therefore, RAN2 thinks that no new requirement on the UE capabilities is needed for the usage of speed for MDT.
