	1. In section 8.6.5.19 the normative text appears to prevent the network from providing the UE with mapping information for  SRB1 over FACH in a dedicated RRC messages (as per pre-release 7 behaviour) when enhanced CELL_FACH is configured in the cell.

This causes a problem for cell re-selection in a mixed cell configuration, when a UE from an enhanced CELL_FACH capable cell attempts to reselect a cell that is not enhanced CELL_FACH capable. Without an SRB1 mapping info over FACH, a UE won’t be able to receive the Cell Update Confirm message over FACH in the new cell. 

Alernatively the restriction to the multiplexing option could refer instead, to the fact that the “SRB1 mapping info” contained in the SIB5 must match the SRB1 mapping signalled to the UE in the “RB mapping info” in a reconfiguration message. 
This alternative also may cause an issue with the UE with SRNS relocation. Whilst the SRNC can define the same value for the SRB1 mapping signalled to the UE in the “RB mapping info” and “SRB1 mapping info” contained in the SRNC SIB5, upon relocation to a TRNC the “SRB1 mapping info” in TRNC SIB5 could use different multiplexing option. Thereby ending up with mismatch as there would be more than one SRB1 multiplexing options available for the UE to use.
2. At the start of section 8.6.5.19 it is specified that if either variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE or variable

HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED are set to TRUE, then the procedure text has to follwed by a UE. But the condition to use Section 8.6.5.19 only applies when CCCH is configured, as it is referenced only from section 8.5.37 when HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED is set to TRUE. Therefore there is no need for clause to include variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE.
