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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

During the RAN2#76 meeting in San Francisco RAN2 agreed to introduce a note to clarify that E-UTRAN should not resume message transmission on SRB1 until it has received the RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message. As for SRB2 a similar conclusion could not be reached, we revisit this issue and propose to introduce a similar clarification regarding SRB2 resumption.

2 Discussion

As indicated in the previous, the specification for the resumption of SRB2 following a re-establishment is similar to what is specified for SRB1, see TS 36.331 clause 5.3.5.3:

If the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message does not include the mobilityControlInfo and the UE is able to comply with the configuration included in this message, the UE shall:

if this is the first RRCConnectionReconfiguration message after successful completion of the RRC Connection Re-establishment procedure:

re-establish PDCP for SRB2 and for all DRBs that are established, if any;

2>
re-establish RLC for SRB2 and for all DRBs that are established, if any;

2>
if the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message includes the fullConfig:

3>
perform the radio configuration procedure as specified in section 5.3.5.8;

2>
if the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message includes the radioResourceConfigDedicated:

3>
perform the radio resource configuration procedure as specified in 5.3.10;

2> resume SRB2 and all DRBs that are suspended, if any;
Moreover, given the nature of the signalling carried on SRB2, there seems less need for early transfer of messages on SRB2 than there is for messages on SRB1. Furthermore, having a statement only for one of the SRBs is considered to result in additional ambiguity. Hence we propose to extend the current note to also cover SRB2 resumption.
