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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed a possible power calculation issue related to a Tx architecture with multiple PAs for non-contiguous intra-band or inter-band carrier aggregation, where the maximum PA power for the different PA's would be different. 
If in this situation we assume the UE’s max power is equal to the minimum PA power among the multiple PAs’ max power, this may result unnecessary power scaling down for uplink transmissions and as a consequence, the overall uplink transmissions might be downgraded. However if we assume UE’s max power is equal to the maximum power among the multiple PAs’ max power, a calculated transmission power may exceed PA’s max power while it still meets the UE’s max power.  In the eNB side, it may be difficult to schedule uplink transmission per carrier so that the required power should not exceed PA’s max power. 
If PA’s max power is same for all PAs in the UE, this issue will not exist but it will restrict the implementation to have multiple PAs with the same max power. For the further progress on this issue, RAN2 would like to kindly ask RAN4 to confirm if PA’s max power should be same or can be different for multiple PAs in the Tx architecture with multiple PAs.
