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1. Introduction
At RAN2#77bis it was agreed to introduce CSFB indicator into RRC connection request message:

Introduce a new one-bit IE in RRC Connection Request indicating that the request is due to CSFB.

This paper provides some arguments regarding the release of introduction of the one-bit IE in RRC Connection Request due to CSFB.

2. Release of Introduction
The new bit in RRC connection request as stated in the R2-121198 would have two proposes:
· To provide a prioritisation the CSFB related signalling in the RNC

· To provide CSFB related counters in UMTS
In order to achieve these goals the changes have to be implemented asap. Therefore it would be prefered to allow earlier implementations of the changes inside UE and Networks. This is useful from the counters point of view as also from the prioritisation point of view, otherwise the operators will need to request these features explicitly to be implemented earlier which might delay the introduction a little.

The co-signed companies prepared two sets of the CRs (in R2-122477 for Rel9, R2-122480 for Rel10 and R2-122484 for Rel11 and as alternative only Rel11 CR in R2-122486) and would like to ask RAN WG2 for the preference. In case of no strong technical concerns the co-signed companies would be in favour having the introduction of CSFB indicator starting from Rel 9 
3. Conclusion:

In this contribution, the co-sourcing companies review the motivation for a CSFB indication and made the following proposals:
Proposal 1:  It is propose to agree on introduction of CSFB Indicator starting from Rel9 
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
