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Introduction
In this document, we discuss whether or not prohibit timer is needed for MBMS Interest Indication.
Discussion
The prohibit timer has been introduced to control excessive transmissions of Proximity Indications. This timer could be also used to control excessive transmissions of MBMS interest indications. However, we could control excessive transmissions of MBMS interest indications from a UE by specifying UE behaviours properly.
First of all, we could specify that UE shall not send a MBMS interest indication to the network, unless information contained in the MBMS interest indication changes compared to information in the previous MBMS interest indication. As a result, UE will not send any MBMS interest indication, even after handover, until a user updates one’s interest in MBMS services.
Secondly, we assume that even if a user updates one’s interest in MBMS services, interested MBMS frequencies would not change frequently. For instance, when a user switches from one MBMS service to another MBMS service, when both MBMS services are provided on the same MBMS frequency, UE would not send a new MBMS interest indication. 
Thirdly, even if a user frequently changes from one MBMS service on one frequency to another MBMS service on another frequency (e.g. TV channel switching), UE configured with CA could avoid frequent update of MBMS interest indication by proactively indicating both MBMS frequencies in a MBMS interest indication. We assume that most of Rel-11 UEs supporting MBMS would also support CA.
Finally, operators would provide only a few MBMS frequencies, probably at most one or two MBMS frequencies. Thus, MBMS frequency change would not happen frequently, and so UE would not update MBMS interest indication frequently.
Conclusion

In summary, we think that frequent update of MBMS interest indication would seldom happen because of the reasons discussed above. Thus, we propose not to specify the prohibit timer for MBMS interest indication. 
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
