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1. Discussion and proposal
This paper reports the email discussion [78#19] [LTE/Capabilities] Overview of Rel-11 capabilities. The agreed RAN2 feature list is also attached in this paper.
With regards to mandatory/optional features, the following features were discussed:
· Multiple-TA

It was commented that Multiple-TA is beneficial to mandate for inter-band UL CA as it is required for CA scenario #4 in Annex J of TS 36.300. Otherwise, it could be optional.

=> Optional for intra-band UL CA band combinations. FFS for inter-band UL CA band combinations.
· PDCP SN extension
· Mandatory for Category 6-8 UEs, otherwise optional: Ericsson, ST-Ericsson, DOCOMO, Huawei

· Optional for all categories: Nokia, Qualcomm, Samsung, LGE, HTC, Intel
=> FFS. However, if it is mandated for certain UE categories, it should be Category 6 – 8.

· MBMS Service Continuity

· Mandatory for UEs supporting Rel-9 MBMS: Huawei

· Optional: Nokia, Qualcomm, Samsung, LGE, HTC, Intel (companies who suggested that all features be optional)
=> FFS

It was also commented that UE supporting MBMS SC should do based on the Rel-11 Specification. Otherwise, incomplete Rel-9 behaviour should not be implemented
· IDC

· 2 feature groups (FDM/TDM solutions + autonomous denial): Nokia
· 1 feature group: Ericsson, ST-Ericsson, Huawei, Qualcomm, Intel

=> FFS whether autonomous denial should be grouped separate from FDM/TDM solutions.

· Enhanced location information

It was commented to make it conditional optional. However, the intention was not clarified during the email discussion. The majority seems fine to make it optional.

=> Optional 

· Event triggers for Immediate MDT

· Same as Rel-10 Immediate MDT (mandatory): CMCC, MediaTek, DOCOMO, Huawei, Deutsche Telekom
· Optional: Nokia, Qualcomm, Samsung, LGE, HTC, Intel (companies who suggested that all features be optional)
CMCC/MediaTek/DCM commented that it was the same behaviour as Rel-10 Immediate MDT which is mandatory and the same principle should be applied for Rel-11.
=> Mandatory for all Rel-11 UEs. UE may still not support reporting of the detailed location information.
· Enhancements towards RLF report
· Same as Rel-10 RLF (mandatory): CMCC, MediaTek, DOCOMO, Huawei, Deutsche Telekom

· Optional: Nokia, Qualcomm, Samsung, LGE, HTC, Intel (companies who suggested that all features be optional)
CMCC/MediaTek/DCM commented that there is no reason to make it optional, as it is mandatory from Rel-10. On the other hand, Nokia commented that Rel-10 RLF report provides quite good mechanism and additional features should be  implemented taking real market demands into account.
