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1 Introduction
The document discusses the absence of triggering conditions for SIR, and SIR-error measurements, and addresses the open issue on RTWP observations:
· The logging trigger for RTWP is FFS in 37.320. This is an existing measurement that can be already be reported across Iub to be collected in the RNC. The open issue is to what extent OAM need to control the collection of RTWP. The current Iub reporting provides very high flexibility which may not be needed for MDT. 
The reporting trigger for UPH is FFS in 37.320. For UPH, please see reference [1] instead. 
2 Discussion SIR / SIR Error 

Currently there is no triggering condition specified, when to log SIR and SIR error measurements for MDT. 

There are several possible interpretations: 

·  We assume that M1 or M2 would, for acquisition of location, often/always be configured together with SIR and SIR error, Thus SIR and SIR error should be collected whenever M1 measurement is logged. 

·  There is no specific triggering criterion. Whenever SIR or SIR error becomes available in the RNC (e.g. for RRM reasons) it is logged for MDT.  

Proposal 1: The non-specified triggering condition for measurement collection, e.g. for SIR and SIR Error, should be clarified in TS 37.320 to mean “when available in RNC” (e.g. for RRM reasons).
3 Discussion RTWP 

Received Total Wideband Power is a cell measurement used for RRM in the RNC. For MDT, we can regard this to be a secondary measurement, used to explain observed UE performance. RTWP gives a view of the UL load situation at a certain time and can provide clues whether a certain observed performance may be limited by interference/load or not.
In the light of this view, we don’t see a need for very sophisticated measurement collection. We think a periodic trigger would be sufficient. It could also be discussed if there could be an “unspecified” trigger, meaning that whenever RTWP becomes available for RRM or for other MDT jobs it is also logged.
Proposal 2: For RTWP (UMTS), periodic measurement collection shall be supported, where the measurement period can be set by the OAM system, and the periodicity values currently supported by current Iub-reporting shall be used.
Proposal 3: RAN2 should discuss if the “unspecified” collection trigger shall be supported, where RTWP is collected whenever it becomes available in the RNC. 
4 Conclusions
Proposal 1: The non-specified triggering condition for measurement collection, e.g. for SIR and SIR Error, should be clarified in TS 37.320 to mean “when available in RNC” (e.g. for RRM reasons).
Proposal 2: For RTWP (UMTS), periodic measurement collection shall be supported, where the measurement period can be set by the OAM system, and the periodicity values currently supported by current Iub-reporting shall be used.   

Proposal 3: RAN2 should discuss if the “unspecified” collection trigger shall be supported, where RTWP is collected whenever it becomes available in the RNC.
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
