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1   Introduction
RAN2 agreed that certain Rel-11 MBMS UE behaviours are conditional on capabilities not currently specified in TS 36.306. We propose to discuss whether something should be captured in TS 36.306. 

2   Discussion
2.1   Connected UEs

RAN2 agreed that:

-
The UE shall not indicate interest in the MBMSInterestIndication beyond its capabilities (RAN2#77bis)

-
RAN2#78: Rel-11 MBMS UEs are required to receive MBMS on any of the frequencies of a BandCombination indicated in the SupportedBandCombination. And no additional capability indication is needed (RAN2#78)

In TS 36.300, it was captured that:


In the draft CR for TS 36.331, there is a condition in the procedure to determine the set of frequencies included in the MBMS interest indication:

The highlighted part is a statement related to UE capabilities applying for CA-capable UEs. In principle, such statements are better captured in TS 36.306, a possible draft CR is provided in [1].

Proposal 1: Discuss whether it is preferable to capture the highlighted requirement in TS 36.306 rather than in TS 36.331.

2.2   Idle UEs

At RAN2#77, it was agreed to specify that the UE is allowed to prioritize the MBMS frequency if it can only receive MBMS while camping on that frequency.

This requirement introduces a restriction, i.e. UEs that would have the capability to receive the MBMS service while not prioritizing the frequency are not allowed to do it.

It seems rather difficult to specify anything more precise for such a restriction and it would be hard

The UE shall support MBMS reception on any serving cell and on any cell that may be additionally configured as serving cell according to the UE capabilities for unicast reception;
