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1 Introduction

With this contribution we would like to verify the common understanding regarding the MBMS prioritisation by a CA-capable UE. In case RAN2 agrees that it would be desirable to clarify the specification, Samsung will be happy to provide CRs/ updated text proposals to reflect the outcome of the discussion.

2 Discussion

During the RAN2#77b meeting RAN2 concluded that a CA-capable UE should only move to the MBMS frequency if it can only receive the MBMS service of interest while camping on that frequency. In TS 36.300 this is now reflected as follows:


We think that the current text does not fully cover the intended behaviour, which is probably best illustrated by considering an example scenario:
· 
E-UTRAN deploys 3 frequencies: f1 with cell reslection priority (CRP) 0 (i.e. lowest priority), f2 with CRP=1 and f3 with CRP= 3

· 
The UE is camping on f3, while the MBMS service is provided on f1

· 
The UE is uable to receive f1 while camping on f3, but it is able to receive f1 while camping on f2

In our understanding, the current text specifies that the UE is not allowed to prioritise the MBMS frequency f1 as it can receive MBMS while camping on frequency f2. However, it is somewhat unclear if the current text allows the UE is to actually move to f2, which we assume is the intended behaviour. One way to cover the intended behaviour is to specify that the UE is allowed to disregard frequencies at which it can not receive the MBMS service it intends to receive/ receives.

Proposal
Modify the text regarding prioritisation of the MBMS frequency to reflect the UE is allowed to disregard frequencies at which it can not receive the MBMS service it intends to receive/ receives:

The following updated text proposal shows how this could be reflected in TS 36.300.

If the proposal is agreeable, Samsung is happy to provide the corresponding changes to 36.304 (when finalising this contribution, no final version was available of the CR introducing the MBMS rel-11 enhancements in 36.304).

3 Conclusion & recommendation
This paper discusses the MBMS prioritisation by a CA-capable UE and requests RAN2 to conclude the following proposal:
Proposal
Modify the text regarding prioritisation of the MBMS frequency to reflect the UE is allowed to disregard frequencies at which it can not receive the MBMS service it intends to receive/ receives:

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In RRC_IDLE, the UE applies the normal cell reselection rules with the following modifications:


-	the UE which is receiving MBMS service(s) via MBSFN is allowed to disregard frequencies at which it can not receive these MBMS services(s) as candidates for cell (re-)selection;


-	the UE which intends to receive MBMS service(s) it is interested in is allowed to disregard frequencies at which it can not receive these MBMS services(s) as candidates for cell (re-)selection;





In RRC_IDLE, the UE applies the normal cell reselection rules with the following modifications:


-	the UE which is receiving MBMS service(s) via MBSFN and can only receive these MBMS service(s) via MBSFN while camping on the frequency providing these MBMS service(s) is allowed to make this frequency highest priority;


-	the UE which is interested in receiving MBMS service(s) via MBSFN and can only receive these MBMS service(s) via MBSFN while camping on  the frequency providing these MBMS service(s) is allowed to make this frequency highest priority when it intends to receive these MBMS service(s);
