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	Two FFSs exist in section 5.3.15.2. 

The first FFS is regarding the first transmission of the PPI indication by the UE after entring RRC_Connected mode and whether it is restricted to only sending a preference of lowpowerconsumption mode initially. It is understood that this is an alternative to the existing “guidance” for the network implementation to assume “default” preference for UE initially. However, this existing recommendation or guidance for the network doesn’t ensure that unnecessary PPI indicaitions for default mode initially after call setup are prevented. Hence, it is proposed that this is reworded as UE requirement instead of a network recommendation
Further, the current text also contains the following requirement regarding when the UE is allowed to initate PPI transmission: 

“A UE capable of providing power preference indications in RRC_CONNECTED may initiate the procedure only if:
1>
the received powerPrefIndicationConfig includes the powerPrefIndication-Enabled; and

1>
the UE did not indicate any power saving preference since last entering RRC_CONNECTED on the current Pcell, or the current UE preference is different from the one indicated in the last transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message to the current Pcell; and

timer T340 is not running.”
The intention of the highlighted clause above is to allow the UE to send PPI when one or more of the following is true: 

a. it is the first PPI transmission in the current RRC_Connection

b. it is the first PPI transmisison in the current cell (after handover)
c. The UE’s preference has changed from its previous transmisison of PPI to the current cell
However, the current text highlighted above is ambigous as the it is unclear whether first clause means:

I. the UE did not indicate any PPI to the current Pcell since last entering RRC_CONNECTED (i.e RRC_Connection may have happened in any cell)

II.  the UE did not indicate any PPI since last entering RRC_CONNECTED on the current Pcell (i.e. the RRC_Connection happened in this cell)
If interpreted as I.; then, unless the UE’s preference has changed, it is prevented from sending a PPI on entering a new cell if during this connection it has ever visited the same cell and transmitted a PPI
If interpreted as II.; then, unless the UE’s preference has changed, it is prevented from sending a PPI on entering any new cell where the current RRC_Connection was not initiated

Both the above interpretations are not inline with the intended behaviour (i.e. b above). 
Hence, it is proposed to reword the above clause to align with the intended behaviour (i.e. a, b, c above). 
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	The editors note regarding the first FFS is removed and text specifying when the UE can initiate the PPI procedure is ammended to:

1. Align with the intended behaviour on handover

2. Specify that the first transmitted PPI message after connection setup shall be for a lowpowerconsumption configuration
In addition, the recommendation for the network to initally assume default preference has been removed.

Initiation

A UE capable of providing power preference indications in RRC_CONNECTED may initiate the procedure only if:

the received powerPrefIndicationConfig includes the powerPrefIndication-Enabled; and

the UE did not indicate any power saving preference since last entering RRC_CONNECTED and the current UE preference is for a configuration primarily optimised for power saving, or the UE did not indicate any power saving preference since last entering the current Pcell, or the current UE preference is different from the one indicated in the last transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message to the current Pcell; and
1>
timer T340 is not running.

Upon initiating the procedure, the UE shall:

if the UE prefers a default configuration for power saving:

start timer T340 with the timer value set to the powerPrefIndication-Timer;

initiate transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message in accordance with 5.3.15.3;

Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether T340 is started also in case where the UE prefers a configuration that is primarily optimized for power saving.
