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1 Meetings

At RAN-57 it was agreed to postpone the ASN.1 freeze of RAN2 and RAN3 specifications to March 2013 (RAN-59). In order to ensure that 25.331 and 36.331 are stable and the ASN.1 can be frozen at RAN-59, it has furthermore been agreed to plan an additional ASN.1 ad-hoc meeting in the beginning of January. This is considered necessary since there is only one RAN2 meeting in Q1 2013 whereas we used to have two RAN2 meetings to review and correct ASN.1 of earlier releases prior to the freeze. 
Detailed ASN.1 review plans for 36.331 and 25.331 are provided in [1] and [2] respectively. As can be seen there, email-based ASN.1 reviews will be started after RAN2-80 (New Orleans) and the identified open issues will be discussed and hopefully resolved at the ASN.1 ad-hoc meeting in January. The resulting CRs will be provided for formal agreement at the following RAN2-81 meeting. 

It should also be noted that at the ASN.1 ad-hoc meeting only ASN.1 specific issues will be discussed and agreed upon. Other functional changes will be discussed and agreed only at the RAN2 WG meetings. Therefore, only delegates and companies that intend to actively contribute to the ASN.1 review are required to attend the meeting. Also since the seats in the meeting rooms will be limited, companies are requested to carefully appoint the delegates that attend the meeting. 
We will try to avoid overlap between the LTE and UMTS ASN.1 meetings in order to allow ASN.1 experts covering both technologies to attend both reviews. Secondly, avoiding overlap may reduce the number of delegates that need to travel and therefore the costs for their companies. Depending on the progress, a small overlap on Thursday may not be avoidable, though. Starting at lunch time is intended to allow at least delegates from Europe but potentially also from Asia to fly in during the morning of the first day of the meeting and back home on the last day of the meeting. 
1.1 LTE ASN.1 review
The LTE ASN.1 review is scheduled as follows:
Start: 2013-Jan-09 (Wednesday), 12:00
End: 2013-Jan-10 (Thursday), 14:00

Depending on the progress at RAN2-79bis and the remaining input from RAN1 and RAN4, 36.331 might actually turn out to be quite stable already before RAN2-80. If it is found that the ASN.1 is sufficiently stable at RAN2-80 or early during the ASN.1 email-review following that meeting, we might still decide to cancel the ASN.1 review meeting for LTE.

2.1 Meeting venue

2.2 Airports
Köln/Bonn (CGN)

The closest Airport is Köln/Bonn (CGN). There are e.g. direct flights from LHR to CGN with Germanwings (subsidiary of Lufthansa; www.germanwings.de) a couple of times per day at currently less than 100 EUR. From the airport it is convenient to take a taxi to the DT premises (~20 km; ~35 EUR). Going by train/bus is possible as well (Bahn.de).
Frankfurt (FRA)
Second best airport is Frankfurt (FRA). From there, one should take a high-speed train (ICE). Time tables can be found at Bahn.de. Look for a connection from “Frankfurt(M)Flughafen” to “Siegburg/Bonn”. The train takes only 38 minutes and leaves currently once per hour. From the “Siegburg/Bonn” train station you can get a taxi (~15 km; ~25 EUR) or continue by train & bus to the DT premises.

Of course, you can also take a rental car from Frankfurt but note that it is ~180 km to Bonn.
Düsseldorf (DUS)

Finally, it would be possible to fly to Düsseldorf (DUS) and to take the train from there (Bahn.de).
