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	In GSM, UTRAN and E-UTRAN signalling, there are different limitations on the number of UTRAN and E-UTRAN frequencies for which priority information can be provided, and there are differences in how multiple priorities can be signalled for different GSM frequencies.

This lack of harmonization across the radio access technologies and lack of reasonable and consistent limits across RATs may lead to inconsistent implementations, in particular relating to the case where priorities are expected to be inherited when the UE moves from one RAT to another.
TSG GERAN has approved CR 44.018-0977 (GP-120778) to specify limits on the amount of priority information the UE is required to process when received in GERAN.
