Introduction
During last meeting, the Fallback to R99 PRACH sub-feature has been discussed, in the scope of FE-FACH WI. The signalling of the capability of this sub-feature has been discussed in [1] and [2]
2
UE capability indication

In [2], we proposed that the capability of R99 PRACH fallback is indicated in RRC CONNECTION REQUEST message, but discussions during last meeting concluded that this was not necessary,
However, in some scenario, the network should know if the UE is able to perform R99 Fallback. This would allow the network to configure the UE with both Common E-DCH and R99 PRACH configuration.
For example if the UE in CELL_DCH is sent back to CELL_FACH. In case the network has activated the fallback indication, it should provide the UE with the relevant configuration for Common E-DCH and R99 PRACH. If the UE has to send some data, using DTCH channel, it will use Common E-DCH channel and if UE needs to transmit CCCH or DCCH message, R99 PRACH will be used after fallback.

This could also happen for a UE entering CELL_FACH from Idle mode.

The above consideration leads to the following proposal:
Proposal 1:

The UE sends the indication of the support of R99 PRACH fallback in CONNECTION SETUP COMPLETE message.
