Introduction

The current handling of preconfigured Scells  which are configured in a R-10 system when moving to a non-CA supported system (eg:- R8/R9) without an explicit release is not clearly mentioned.  Due to this when a UE (preconfigured with an Scell) in a R10 system is given a handover command(mobilitycontrolinfo)  to a R8/9 system, then it can leave the UE maintaining the Scell in an inconsistent state.

Discussion
The current specifications mention releasing of all dedicated radio configurations on a full configuration option which explains which configurations of primary cells have to be released, but that is limited to the primary cell and not applicable to release of Scells  hence the need for further clarification.

As per the spec 36.331 - 5.3.5.8 Radio Configuration involving full configuration option
1> release/ clear all current dedicated radio configurations except the C-RNTI, the security configuration and the

PDCP, RLC, logical channel configurations for the RBs and the logged measurement configuration;

NOTE 1: Radio configuration is not just the resource configuration but includes other configurations like

MeasConfig and OtherConfig

Based on the above the Scell Release or Add procedure does not fall under any specific category hence the need for clarification.

Also having an “OR” option next to the IE (ScellRelease) may not be the best solution since with full configuration option , this field can be made mandatory and we can have a common approach to solve the ambiguity.
We propose to clarify that the UE shall release all preconfigured Scells if it receives a handover command with full-configuration option.

Conclusion 
We have shown that the current UE behaviour is ambiguous when the full configuration option is used and Scell is configured. We propose to specify that the SCell is also released in this case in [1] and [2].
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
