Discussion on UE Behavior when Receiving a New Value for T340

Discussion and Decision
1. Introduction
In the last RAN2 meeting, issues related to power preference Indication (PPI) has been further discussed. After the discussion, the following agreements were reached and some FFSs are left [1]:

2
Remove the FFS whether the UE is restricted what it sends in the first indication after PPI is configured

3
PPI is forwarded to the target eNB in AS-Context by the source eNB.

4
After the handover the UE may send the PPI with the same preference as already indicated in the source cell. This only intended for the case that the UE sent an updated PPI to the source cell after the context was forwarded to the target cell. 

7
Confirm that there is no need for T340 to start when the UE preference is set to lowpowerconsumption. (remove the FFS)

5
The UE may initiate the procedure if since the last time the UE transmitted an UEAssistanceInformation message, the UE was de-configured and configured for sending PPI.

Can discuss offline whether to replace default configuration (in the context of PPI) by another term or replace the related procedural text completely.

It is proposed to simplify the text on UEAssistanceInformation procedure initiation and release of corresponding parameters upon disabling of the procedure.

RAN2 is requested to discuss reconfiguration scenario identified above and agree on the UE behaviour for T340 with the new value upon the reconfiguration while the timer is running.

It is proposed to discuss whether to remove prohibit timer and rely on de-configuring the feature by the network if required to control misbehaving UEs.


In this contribution, we would like to discuss UE behavior when receiving a new value for T340 and provide the corresponding proposal to complete the procedure of PPI.
2. Discussion on UE Behavior for T340
According to the contribution R2-124875 [2], there are different possibilities which value to be used while the PPI prohibit timer changing in the same eNB and while the UE entering the target eNB. Under the condition that T340 is running, the possibilities includes setting T340 with the new configured value next time and keeping running the current timer with the old value, restarting T340 with the new configured value immediately upon receiving the reconfiguration, or simply left this to UE implementation. When the UE receives the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message in the same eNB, it is much reasonable to set T340 with the new value next time and keep running the current timer with the old value. The major reason is that the UE should not be prohibited to send the PPI for low power consumption longer than the maximum time defined in the specification. The UE should not be over-punished in this case, especially when the eNB tries to shorten the prohibit time. On the contrary, when the UE entering the target eNB, it is straightforward to start T340 with the new configured value given by the target eNB immediately. Our perspective is that the prohibit timer is used to help the eNB control the transmission of PPIs sending by the UE. Therefore, when the UE enters the target eNB, it is the target eNB’s right to set its own prohibit timer. However, it is complicated to have two kinds of UE behavior when receiving a new value for T340 for difference cases. Since the case of reconfiguring T340 in the same eNB could be rare. We suggest starting T340 with the new configured value immediately for both cases.
Proposal 1: Upon receiving the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message includes the powerPrefIndicationConfig, T340 shall be restarted (if running) with the new value.
